I am writing to ask you to take urgent action to ensure that UK students can continue to study abroad from 2020 in a no-deal Brexit scenario. While there is funding guaranteed by the UK government for students going abroad in 2019-20 in a no-deal, there is no such funding commitment allowing students to study or work abroad from 2020 onwards.
I was / I am currently / I intend to be one of 17,000 UK students who participate in an Erasmus+ exchange every year. Studying abroad in Europe is an opportunity to meet students from across Europe, develop employability skills, to live independently far from home, pick up different values and to take on new languages. 
Erasmus+ gives students the chance to meet others from around the world. Exchange students return home with friends dotted around the world and collectively these connections can provide new economic and cultural opportunities for a global Britain.

Students on Erasmus+ exchanges receive a stipend of approximately €300-€350 a month. Extra funding is available for disadvantaged students and those with disabilities. For many, a period abroad is impossible without this support and it is students from disadvantaged backgrounds who stand to lose the most. 
Without access to either the Erasmus+ programme or a national replacement scheme, tens of thousands of students will be left with no chance of participating in a future exchange. I call on you to commit to continued government funding for UK students to study abroad, even if the UK cannot negotiate continued participation in Erasmus+ programme from 2020 onwards.
